However, recent published
data tell another story, with promising results after
decompression and reconstruction of the invaded
vertebra(e).

The aim is to make participants familiar with the most
recent diagnostic and therapeutic approaches on spinal
tumors, including diagnostic imaging, pathology and the
different treatment modalities.
